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Abstract: 

     The Prophetic Hadith is a revelation from Almighty. Therefore, 

the meditator does not find any flaw or crookedness. The 

Prophetic Hadith contains divine legislation. The latter went 

through several stages, including the gradual progression, the 

abrogating and abrogated, general and specific, absolute and 

restricted, and other restrains of legislation. Therefore, there are 

some Hadiths that may apparently seem contradictory, but in 

actual fact, they are not.     

     There are various ways to prevent conflict, including 

assembling Hadiths, abrogating and abrogated as well as giving 

preference between Hadiths in many ways. From this standpoint, 

this research deals with one of the books of abrogating and 

abrogated Hadiths, which is titled "Deliberation in Abrogating and 

Abrogated from the Distant Past" by Zayn al-Din al-Hamdhani, 

died in 584 AH. It contains Hadiths in which the imams rejected 

the differences by assembling the Hadiths. However, some of the 

imams stated that some Hadiths were abrogated.    

     The researcher collected those Hadiths that were assembled, 

whether from Imam Al-Hamdhani himself, or other scholars from 

whom the amalgamation of those Hadiths was reported. This is 

because combining Hadiths is better than ruling on abrogation 

when there is no evidence. The research is entitled: “Assembling 
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Hadiths in the Book of 'Deliberation in the Abrogating and 

Abrogated from the Distant Past' by Zain al-Din al-Hamdhani, 

who died in 584 AH.” 

    The research included an introduction and preface, in addition 

to two sections. The introduction encompasses the importance of 

the topic and the reasons for choosing it specifically, previous 

studies, the research methodology, its queries, and the study plan. 

The preface contains a translation of Imam Al-Hamdhani, and the 

book of "Deliberation". The first section covers the theoretical 

part in assembling Hadiths, and the means of resolving 

differences. The second section includes the applied study of the 

Hadiths in which they were assembled. As a final point, the 

conclusion came as it comprises the most significant outcomes of 

the research. At that point, the research ends with the scientific 

indexes.
